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  Then Moses climbed Mount Nebo from the plains of Moab to the top of Pisgah, 
across from Jericho. There the Lord showed him the whole land–from Gilead to 
Dan, all  of Naphtali, the territory of Ephraim and Manasseh, all  the land of Judah 

as far as the western sea, the Negev and the whol e region from the Valley of 
Jericho, the City of Palms, as far as Zoar. Then the Lord said to him, “This is the 
land I promised on oath to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob when I said, ‘I will  give it to 
your descendants.’ I have let you see it with your eyes, but you will  not cross 
over into it.” Deuteronomy 34:1-4 
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But the Danites had difficulty taking possession of their territory, so they went 
up and attacked Leshem, took it, put it to the sword and occupied it. They settled 
in Leshem and named it Dan after their forefather. These towns and their vil lages 
were the inheritance of the tribe of Dan, clan by clan. Joshua 19:47-48 
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David and all  the Israelites marched to Jerusalem (that is, Jebus). The Jebusites 

who lived there said to David, “You will  not get in here.” Nevertheless, David 
captured the fortress of Zion, the City of David…. David then took up residence 
in the fortress, and so it was called the City of David . 1 Chronicles 11:4-5,7 

After David had constructed buildings for himself in the City of David, he 
prepared a place for the ark of God and pitched a tent for it.  1 Chronicles 15:1

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Here is the account of the forced labor King Solomon conscr ipted to build the 
Lord’s temple, his own palace, the supporting terraces, the wall of Jerusalem, 
and Hazor, Megiddo and Gezer. (Pharaoh king of Egypt had attacked and 

captured Gezer. He had set it on fire. He kil led its Canaanite inhabitants and then 
gave it as a wedding gift to his daughter, Solomon’s wife. And Solomon rebuilt 
Gezer.)  1 Kings 9:15-17a 

Jeroboam thought to himself, “The kingdom will  now likely revert to the house 

of David. If these people go up to offer sacrifices at the temple of the Lord  in 
Jerusalem, they will  again give their allegiance to their lord, Rehoboam king of 
Judah. They will  kil l me and return to King Rehoboam.” After seeking advice, the 

king made two golden calves. He said to the people, “It is too much for you to go 
up to Jerusalem. Here are your gods, O Israel, who brought you up out of Egypt.” 
One he set up in Bethel, and the other in Dan. And this thing became a sin; the 
people went even as far as Dan to worship the one there. Jeroboam built shrines 
on high places and appointed priests…. 1 Kings 12:26-32 

Now summon the people from all  over Israel to meet me on Mount Carmel. And 
bring the four hundred and fifty prophets of Baal and the four hundred prophets 
of Asherah, who eat at Jezebel's table.” So Ahab sent word throughout all  Israel 
and assembled the prophets on Mount Carmel ….. 1 Kings 18:16-40 
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Sennacherib king of Assyria and all  his forces were laying siege to Lachish…. 
 2 Chronicles 32:9a 

In the fourteenth year of King Hezekiah’s reign, Sennacherib king of Assyria 
attacked all  the fortified cities of Judah and captured them. So Hezekiah king of 
Judah sent this message to the king of Assyria at Lachish: “I have done wrong. 

Withdraw from me, and I will  pay whatever you demand of me.”

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Shepherds’ Cave near Bethlehem 

And there were shepherds l iving out in the fields nearby, keeping watch over their 
flocks at night. An angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of the Lord

Then they returned to Jerusalem from the hil l  called the Mount 
of Olives, a Sabbath day’s walk from the city. Acts 1:7-12
